Hydrogen is one of the most abundant elements in the Universe 
and a highly efficient, clean and non-toxic fuel. It  is elementary 
chemistry that in the Periodic Table Hydrogen is Number One. 
Hydrogen - Atomic Number: 1; Chemical Symbol: H; Mass 
Number: 1.01; Electrons: 1.  
  
Yes, it is easy to remember the formula ï H2O. Combine 
hydrogen with oxygen in a fuel cell and you make water. And 
electricity. Now we are in business.  
  
The science, engineering and economics for a hydrogen powered 
World have been widely discussed and debated for many years. 
That debate is beginning to deliver serious fruit . In the United 
Kingdom the UK Hydrogen and Fuel Cell Association is leading 
the way in setting standards and getting the industryôs voice 
heard in government.  
  
2012 will be a critical year in taking the future hydrogen economy 
forward. There will be no better place to meet the Worldôs key 
players, hear the latest news and understand the latest technical 
developments than at the International  ñSmart Hydrogen & Fuel 
Cell Powerò conference and exhibition at the National Exhibition 
Centre, Birmingham on 29th March 2012. Now in its 8th year this 
conference and exhibition is the UKôs premier showcase for all 
things hydrogen powered.   
  
Conference director Tony McNally is passionate about clean 
energy, and says ñhydrogen is the most attractive offer for the 
low carbon future of intelligent cities worldwideò. Inviting  
delegates to meet as partners and to share their common goals 
for the future.  
  
The conference programme director, Prof. Kevin Kendall of 
Birmingham University, is a world expert. He has enticed many 
distinguished experts to present, including Prof Gongquan Sun, 
from the Chinese Academy of Sciences.

In complex commercial 
development terms this is no time at all. It  is therefore important  
that everyone with a potential interest should stay abreast of 
changes as the market quickly develops.  
  
Powerful international companies such as E.ON, Air Products, 
BOC Linde, Rolls Royce, Honda, BMW and Johnson Matthey are 
already leading the way in this exciting new field. But there are 
also many new technical companies who are likely to be 
represented at the conference, such as ITM Power, Intelligent  
Energy, and Ceres Power. Others such as Riversimple, Arcola 
Energy and Valeswood Fuel Cells will also be there.  
  
The European Union is developing a powerful ñHydrogen in 2020ò 
vision to be showcased at this yearôs London Olympics. Hydrogen 
powered buses and cars will be arriving in the capital and other 
towns and cities in the UK. They will be able to visit some smart 
new homes fitted  with combined heat and power fuel cell units 
and can also benefit from the UKôs growing hydrogen fuelling 

ring.
